the story of argus
In Greek mythology Argus Panoptes was a giant with 100 eyes. His epithet 
means “all seeing”, an effective watchman, as only a few of his eyes would 
sleep at any one time. Hera, Zeus’ wife, had Argus guard a white heifer. Hera 
knew that in reality the heifer was Io, a nymph that Zeus was coupling with. 
To free Io, Zeus had Argus slain by Hermes. Hermes, disguised as a shepherd, 
first put all of Argus’s eyes to sleep with boring stories. To commemorate her 
faithful watchman, Hera had the hundred eyes of Argus preserved forever in 
the tail of her bird, the Peacock. 

the argus building
The Argus Building occupies a special place in Madison’s history. It has the 
distinction of being Madison’s oldest surviving commercial building, its 
oldest newspaper office and its oldest fraternal lodge meeting place. The 
original building was constructed, circa 1844-1847, by Simeon Mills and 
housed the newspaper, The Wisconsin Argus. The second story served as a 
meeting hall for Masonic Lodge No.5. In 1873 George Heilmann started the 
Madison Steam Bakery at this address. He also ran a candy store, saloon and 
restaurant in this building, making this space the longest-term location of 	
a restaurant/saloon in Madison. The building was expanded/modernized 
between 1891 and 1892, at which time it was given the Romanesque 	
Revival appearance that it still retains today. 

Thanks to a thorough and respectful restoration in the 1990’s, the Argus 	
Building is now one of the most intact late 19th century commercial 	
buildings in downtown Madison and one of downtown’s finest examples of 
this highly-endangered building type. The new Argus BarGrille that you sit 	
in today, remodeled in 2007, is an effective recreation of an 1890’s interior.
